RESOLUTION NO. 6393
A RESOLUTION DECLARING ALL MEETINGS OF

CITY COMMISSION AND BOARDS
1O BE PUBLIC MEETINGS

WHEREAS, in accordance with Section 10-15-1, et seq., NMSA 1978 Comp., itis
required that all meetings of a quorum of members of any board, commission or policy
making body of any municipality, held for the purpose of formulating public policy,
discussing any public business, or taking any action that may affect the public is a public
meeting and must be open to the public at all times; and

WHEREAS, said statute also provides that no resolution, rule, regulation,
ordinance or action of any board, committee or policy making body is valid unless done at
a public meeting; and

WHEREAS, a meeting is not a public meeting unless due notice of the scheduled
meeting is given to the public a reasonable time in advance of such scheduled meeting.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE
CITY OF HOBBS, NEW MEXICO, THAT:

1. Unless otherwise specified by the City Commission, all regular meetings shall
be held semi-monthly on the first and third Mondays at 6:00 p.m. in the City of Hobbs
Commission Chambers, City Hall Annex, 200 E. Broadway, Hobbs, New Mexico.

2. A proper manner of notifying the public of the subject matter of any public
meeting is by posting a notice of such public meeting seventy-two (72) hours in advance.

All'such notices shall be posted in writing on the bulletin board maintained for that

purpose in the Hobbs City Hall and on the City of Hobbs’ website at www.hobbsnm.org.




Notice shall include broadcast stations licensed by the federal communications
commission and newspapers of general circulation that have provided a written request
for such notice.

3. As provided by state statute, the City Commission and any board or committee
may recess and reconvene a meeting to a day subsequent to that stated in the meeting
notice if, prior to recessing, the public body specifies the date, time and place for
continuation of the meeting, and, immediately following the recessed meeting, posts
notice of the date, time and place for the reconvened meeting on or near the door of the
place where the original meeting was held and in at least one other location appropriate to
provide public notice of the continuation of the meeting, which shall, for these purposes,
be the bulletin board maintained for that purpose in the Hobbs City Hall and posted on

City of Hobbs’ website at www.hobbsnm.org. Only matters appearing on the agenda of

the original meeting may be discussed at the reconvened meeting.

4. All notices shall set forth the time and place of the meeting and shall include an
agenda listing the specific items of business to be discussed or transacted at the meeting.
Except in the case of an emergency, the agenda shall be available to the public at least
seventy-two (72) hours prior to the meeting.

5. Notwithstanding any provision, the Mayor and any two Commissioners or any
three Commissioners may call, with whatever notice is possible under the circumstances,
a meeting of any board, committee or City Commission, to consider any matter that needs
emergency treatment because of a clear and present danger to the health, welfare or

safety of the citizens of the City of Hobbs, New Mexico.
